We’re thankful to God and to our sup-
porters for the projects that were com-
pleted this past year.  By His grace, we 
assisted missionaries construct seven 
churches in the Philippines, Myanmar, 
Nigeria, the Dominican Republic, and 
Nicaragua.  And as we enter the new 
year, we have four additional churches 
and a medical clinic fully funded and in 
various stages of completion.   
 
As much as we’d like to savor God’s pro-
vision during 2004, there remains much 
more to do in 2005.  On the back, we’ve 
described our current projects that need 
to be completed before moving on to oth-
ers.  For 2005, we’re investigating re-
quests from the Sudan, Argentina, Iraq, 
Mexico, and Romania.   
 

To repeat our successes of 2004, we need 
your prayerful and financial support.  
This is a faith based ministry.  We begin 
each project with an empty account, and 
promise the missionary that as the Lord 
provides through His people, we will 
help.   
 

Since all ministry expenses are borne by 
our directors, every dollar of your gift 
goes to the mission field.

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The foundations and walls are being built at 
Grace Independent Baptist Church in Offa, (a 
Muslim city nearly the size of Indianapolis) in 
Kwara State, Nigeria.  Pastor Adesina reports 
that the 80+ member congregation is excited and 
doing most of the work themselves. 
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Many of us were affected by the hurricanes in  
late summer, but the devastation in Florida was 
amplified in Haiti.   
 

There, thousands died and hundreds of thou-
sands lacked food and shelter.  International 
aide poured into the country, but little was 
done to repair and restore churches that were 
damaged or destroyed.
